Able to commit 60 hours of volunteering between May-August
Ability to commit to 1 volunteer shift per week during summer
o Exceptions can be made if approved ahead of time

Help with special events, games and crafts

Greet visitors and talk to the public about animals throughout the zoo.
Learn about zoo history and its animals
